    D. Transportation-This software initiative has reached a dead end due to lack of funding.  R.Kroth is sending B.Potter and C. Heuring a link to what he believes is a free service. They will investigate it.  It was suggested that a survey be given to the campus community to find out how many people would be interested before we invest any more time or money.  This idea has been tabled until more committee members are in attendance.

    E.1. Energy Savings Improvement Program (ESIP) Initiative—The ESIP Selection Committee has interviewed 3 firms.  There are some financial roadblocks due to some of the burden required to be reported as debt to the College.  L.Winyard is reaching out to the chosen firm to see if there is a way the firm can hold a note so there is no added debt to the College.
      2.   Solar Panels--The College is still working on an RFP to put solar panels on garages on campus.  

      3.   Cromwell Roof Initiative—The College is also going through the RFP bidding process in order to find an Energy Savings Company (ESCO) to replace the roof and add solar panels.

      4.   The Trenton State College Corporation (a separate entity from the College) is investigating the possibility of becoming and ESCO to the College and install solar panels on rooftops.
